Who may get a library card?

What is a TexShare Card?  

A TexShare Card gives you borrowing privileges at  
participating libraries throughout Texas. 
 

What are the TexShare databases?  

The TexShare databases contain 
articles, books and other resources 
in electronic format from authorita-
tive, verified sources.  They include 
homework help for students, health 
information, business information, 
biography, genealogy, and litera-
ture.  

How do I access TexShare 

databases?  

Library members may access the TexShare databases 
from homeðask our staff for the required log-on and 
password. 

What if you donôt have the book Iôm looking for?   

Please ask a staff member for assistance.  If itôs 
available at another library in the area, we can 
issue a TexShare Card that allows you to check 
out materials from nearby libraries at no charge. 

If itôs not available nearby, you may request an 
Interlibrary Loan.  Please ask a staff member for 
an ILL Request Form.  There is a $3.00 charge 
for postage, and it takes 2 to 3 weeks for the 
materials to arrive.
